[bookmark: _GoBack]	Effective April 10, 2011 DCYBL/Boundary Waters Baseball will impose a ban on ALL COMPOSITE BARREL bats in ALL age groups.  This ban will follow the Dizzy Dean rule as outlined in the 2011 Rules, the Georgia Dizzy Dean website, and the Dizzy Dean League website.						In late January/early February 2011 the Board received notification from Dizzy Dean that all composite barrel bats and Coach Pitch bats had been deemed illegal by Dizzy Dean.  The Board was concerned with the late notification by Dizzy Dean and how that late notice might impact our families as many of you had already purchased composite bats for our Spring 2011 season.  We discussed this issue as a Board and conducted research on the issue to further evaluate the safety of our players and the possible financial impact this might have on our families.  After much study and discussion we have concluded that in the interest of safety for the players we must enforce this ban and fully adopt the Dizzy Dean position on composite barrel bats.															
	This was the formal notification from Dizzy Dean that we received:								
The Dizzy Dean National Executive Board met on February 10, 2011 and banned all COMPOSITE bats; and all bats marked/marketed as Coach Pitch, CP, T-ball, and Tee Ball from Dizzy Dean league play and tournament play ages 5 thru 19. 	
Any composite handle bats with a wood or alloy (aluminum) barrel is acceptable.

NOTE: Coach Pitch, CP, T-ball & Tee Ball bats are allowed in our 4, 5 & 6 year old age groups since we use soft baseball for those ages.  However, these bats will NOT be allowed in any Dizzy Dean 5 or 6 year old All-Star tournament play.
