Residency: The LOGSL welcomes players from
neighboring communities. There is a $20 per child fee
for players who reside outside Orion Township.

Mail-in Registration: This form can be mailed
in by the Registration deadline of Sunday, March
11, 2012. (Senior registration closes June 17). There is
a $35late fee assessed to registrations postmarked
beyond the deadline.

New Players: New players must provide a copy of
the player’s birth certificate when registering either in
person or by mail.

Returning Players: Returning players may
register by mail, online or in person.

Code of Conduct: We have enacted a Code of
Conduct that we ask all parents to read and to comply
with.

Divisions: Based on your child's age as of January 1,
2012, she will be placed in one of these divisions:

* Age 6, 7 or 8—Clinic

+ Age 9 or 10—Intermediate

¢ Ages 11, 12 or 13—Junior

¢ Ages 13 through 18—Senior

Fees: The player fee is $95. This includes your
daughter’s jersey, softball pants, undershirt, two (2)
pairs of socks and visor. There is a $30 bounced check
fee for returned checks.

Play-Up Requests: Often parents would prefer
their child, due to experience and/or skill, play in the
division above their age range. Any such requests
must be submitted to the LOGSL President in writing
via email by March 16 so it can be voted on and
approved by the Board. Parents will be notified of the
board’s decision.

Practices & Games: Practice will begin at the
beginning of April, weather permitting. The season will
begin for the Clinic, Intermediate and Junior divisions
the week of April 30th, weather permitting. The Senior
Division season begins July 9. Each Clinic, Intermediate
and Junior team will play two games per week. Game
schedules will be posted online once they are finalized.

Practice & Game Days
These are the expected days on which each division will hold
practice and games. This is subject to change, however, we will
make every attempt to hold true to this information.

Scholarships: The Lake Orion Girls Softball League
awards two $500 college scholarships to graduating
seniors who have played in our League a minimum

of three of the last five years. Check our website at
www.logsl.com for the Scholarship requirements and
application.

The application deadline is
March 31, 2012.

Senior Division: The Senior Division is open

to girls ages 13 through 18. Players who are 13 as

of January 1, 2012 are eligible to play in both the
Junior and Senior divisions. The Senior Division starts
play July 9. Registration ends June 17. At that time,
the Commissioner will determine if enough players
have signed up to fill three complete rosters, the
minimum needed to fill a game schedule. Players will
be contacted by phone or email by the commissioner
or coach at the conclusion of the registration period to
notify how the season will proceed.

Uniforms: Your registration fee includes the
League-issued jersey, softball pants, dry wicking
undershirt, 2 pairs of socks and visor. Numbers and
players’ last names will be imprinted on the jerseys.
Senior division players' uniforms consist of t-shirts,
shorts, visors and socks. To ensure delivery of the
uniforms in time for game day, a bulk order is placed
weeks in advance. Please select uniform sizing
carefully as uniforms cannot be returned due to
improper fit. See Sizing Charts on next page. Also,
the player's number must be visible so please take that
into consideration when choosing sizes. If you have
questions about sizing, we encourage you to attend
our walk-in registration, where uniform samples will
be available, or visit Custom Threads & Sports, (2647
S. Lapeer, 248-391-0088) prior to completing your
registration.
