1) Feb09 Meeting Minutes: reviewed and approved.
2) Treasurer’s Report: The account balance is $7327.22.  Rick corrected the amount of the Feb Report.  The balance changed from $6390 to $6092.17.  The updated minutes reflect the change.    
3) Cheer Report:  The first cheer meeting is scheduled for April 1st at 7 pm at Glenwood for all cheer program directors.  The desired outcomes are the establishment of an executive board of directors for cheer and to come to agreement on the formation a league wide cheer competition.  Patty would like to have cheer start fresh and move forward – united under the MMYFCL.
4)  Football Report:  Mark reviewed the discussions on what would be voted on from the February meeting.  The following items were passed unanimously with a “show of hands” vote:  
     a. Institute a playoff system for 6-8

      b. Clarify SOP 6-8 Rules:  5 players must be 5 yards off the line of scrimmage
      c. Clarify SOP 6-8 and 7-9 rules on coaches communicating to players once the players are set (6-8) or break huddle (7-9)  - Institute 10 yd penalty for violating the   rule.
     d. Clarify SOP - Coaches Box (30 to 30 yard line) and indicate location of cheer leaders and spotters on the  field

     e. Add field diagram to SOP

     f. Clarify request for spotters’ helpers
There were also two roll call votes taken for rules changes with both motions approved.  The results are in the table below.  Motion one:  To eliminate the rule that states if a player turns 15 in a calendar year they are ineligible.  OBL rules still apply.  Motion Two: To institute an 11-13 Red Stripe Rule.  That is, six players per team with a max weight limit 170 lbs and they must play tackle to tackle.  The standard equipment weight allowances will apply.  Additionally, if the player’s weight drops below the 155 (plus appropriate equipment allowances) he will no longer be restricted to playing between the tackles.  The opposing head coach must be notified of the change at weigh in and notice must also be given to the appropriate age group coordinator.

Discussion on league realignment was limited but Mike Milani mentioned that the board’s position (for this season at least) is to respect the wishes of each of the affected programs as to whether they wanted to move between the divisions.  The Realignment Committee’s proposals will be presented during the April meeting.
5. Old Business: 1. TJ still has no home fields available on Saturdays.  They have the potential to play four Sunday games and have a tentative commitment from two organizations to play on Sundays.  In order to play on Sunday, one of the committed organizations is assuming that TJ will remain in the National Division.  2.  The referee assignment fees due from St. Francis are in arrears and their voting privileges are suspended until the fee is paid in full.
6. New Business: 1. Mike and Randy are in discussions with the HB, Capital Beltway and MFA (their second-place teams) to have MMYFCL join with them in a new four-way state championship series.  Potential obstacles to the union include having the games extend too far into December and rules that place us at an age/weight disadvantage.  2. Chaz has a two page paper speaking to the benefits of the United Division that he would like the programs read and consider.  In it he mentions the safety issues that are related to different ages playing together by weight vs. playing by age only.  Mark will send it to the league.  3.  Mike Milani mentioned the need to improve the communication among the members of the league and requested that everyone send to Will Dunmore the names and contact numbers of their program representatives.  4.  Steven Walker requested that his Clarksburg program be added to the league.  Currently they plan to field a Centennial Division but may need a one to two year exception to having teams at each age group while they grow the program.  They were voted in unanimously and, per MMYFCL By-laws, their voting rights will begin in August 09.  (The same is true for the Olney Bear – voting privileges begin in August.)    5. TJ’s Summer Camp was approved.
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
