1.   May 09 Minutes: Reviewed and approved.
2.  Treasurer’s Report: Balance is $8287.22
3.  Cheer Report:  The Cheer Competition is tentatively scheduled for November 15th at Cole Field House.  All programs are requested to notify Melissa of their intentions on participation in the competition as soon as possible.  If there is insufficient participation, the venue may need to be moved.  The Cheer AD’s have approved the Cheer SOP and they are awaiting Board approval so the SOP can be posted on the web site.  Melissa also requested a separate area on the MMYFCL web site specifically for cheer.
4. Football Report: a. Presentation by Dave Christiansen from Classic Photography.  He stated he will give all programs a guaranteed rebate, depending on the size of the organization, for using Classic for their photography; and the rebate will be larger if a multi-year contract id awarded to them.  The cost to the programs for “Memory Books” will be $15 and if the program gives a book for every child in the program, the cost will be $10 per book.  Every program that signs up with Classic will be given a banner.  Classic will donate $500 to MMYFCL for every new program that uses them this season.  They will also produce the ‘09 Championship Memory Books at cost.
b. Reminders:  All head coaches need to have completed the USA Football Coaches’ Training Level I and II.  All programs should review the Site Director’s Responsibilities and have a person in charge for all Home Game Days.  No “deals” are allowed between programs, especially regarding a player’s weight at the weigh-in prior to the games.  Every player has only one chance to officially weigh-in and if the player does not make weight at that time, he cannot play that week.  Players who are close to the weight limit are encouraged to weigh in prior to the official weigh in.  Remember that the player cannot put on any extra equipment or padding (except his helmet) after the official weigh-in.  This is youth football and cheer – No intimidation of the other teams will be tolerated.  All programs should review and understand the game day Spotter’s Procedures.
c. All forms have been updated on the MMYFCL web site.  A Centennial Division Spotter sheet will be created and posted soon. 

d. Maryland ID cards are valid for the 09 season if they are valid on August 1st.  Beginning in June, the MVA has a new policy regarding ID cards.  Parents will need to bring the original birth certificate or valid US passport and the original social security card to get the ID. The cards now cost $15 and are valid for 5 years.  Any league issued ID cards will continue to be valid for two years.
e. League Realignment - Currently there are 11 teams in the National Division.  One of them may move to American.  Ideally there would be 10 teams in the National and American Divisions (or at least an even numbers of teams).  The Centennial and Federal Divisions are still forming.  Depending on the number of 11-13 Federal teams, there may need to be a combination of Federal and Centennial divisions at that age group.  The BOD will make a decision on final division assignment based on the best interests of the MMYFCL.
f. To date, only one program has submitted their Schedule Development Form.  All programs need to complete their forms as soon as possible.
