Mark Caruso asked all of the programs to begin thinking of the set of criteria that will be used to evaluate program division placements after next season.  This year’s criteria for analysis included program size, point differential and win-loss record.  He thanked the Realignment Committee Members for their hard work and commitment in analyzing each of the programs’ league placements.  The following people served on the Realignment Committee:  Patty Helphenstine, Allen Flemming, Jack Milani, Rick Anderson, Todd Hylton, Todd Williams, Jim Turner, Alex Pagnotta, and Joe Lopez
Mike Milani discussed the possibility of adding a new, but un-named, quality program to the league and wanted consensus from the group that doing now (after the MMYFCL By-Laws deadline) would be acceptable to all of the programs.  In order to expedite the process, and assuming negotiations proceed favorably, Mike requested that the Board be allowed to grant the new program admission to Mid Maryland before the next regularly scheduled meeting in May.  One program, North Carroll, wished to be included on the decision and Mike agreed to communicate with that program prior to making a final decision.
6)  Old Business:  None
7)  New Business:  Season starts Wednesday, July 29th and the tentative first week of games is August 29th.

Elkridge mentioned that Maryland Youth Football (MYF) is sending out emails to all of the programs and is concerned that the emails might be considered a recruiting violation.  The board’s opinion is believes what they are doing is not considered recruiting because one of the following events occurred: the email recipients voluntarily signed up on MYF’s website, the email addresses were culled from public BOD lists, or the addresses were obtained from participants in the indoor football program.  They have added an “opt out” or “unsubscribe” option to all of the future correspondence they will be sending out.  MYF will be sending a notice to the BOD to request some time at a future board meeting to discuss their program.  Winfield suggested that Will Dunmore organize a calendar and give notice to all of the programs of any jamborees or scrimmage days that are being organized by the different programs.
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
