1.   July 09 Minutes: To be resent to all programs.
2.  Treasurer’s Report: Balance is $7364.18.  Will Dunmore will be sending out the $100 fines to the programs who did not have their coaches attend the Mandatory Coaches Meeting that was held on August 16th.  Ref Assignment Fees were distributed and are due from each program no later than the league’s September Meeting on 9/23/9.
3.  Cheer Report:  There was a Cheer training session held August 30th and forty cheer coaches attended.  Cheer roster certification is scheduled for October 1st.  The cheer competition is scheduled for November 15th at Cole Field House and all program directors will be needed to help work the event.  More details to follow.  Melissa has requested a check for $1000.00 to be used as the venue deposit.  All forms needed for cheer are now posted on the MMYFCL web site.
4. Football Report:  a. There are now 315 teams in the league.  All program directors are reminded to encourage every coach to know and follow the SOP’s.  It is noted that due to the size of the league, it is not possible for the Board of Directors to visit every field, every weekend.  Therefore it is imperative that each program do its part to ensure that all rules and policies are being followed.  As has been the case since the formation of the league, each program is expected to police their program, issue warnings, suspensions, etc and to self-report any serious violations to the Rules Committee and/or Vice Presidents, Mark Caruso or Joe Lopez. 
b. Clarifications on the Red-Stripe Rules for 11-13 will be issued in an updated SOP and posted on the web site.  Players must have their helmet taped in a contrasting color on the front (forehead) and back.  No red-stripe players are allowed on the kickoff or returns teams unless there are fewer than eleven non-red stripe players on the team available to play in those special team situations.

Motion 1:  Allow for an unlimited number of Red-Stripe Players on each team (only five can play at any one time).  Voice ballot carries 22-1, with all in attendance being in favor but one.

c. Clarification on the number of Centennial coaches allowed on the field for the 7-9 age group.  Voice vote with the overwhelming majority in favor of one coach allowed on the field.  That is the same number that is allowed in the National and American Divisions.  The Federal Division is allowed two coaches on the field for the first half of the season.
d. An important reminder that if a coach decides not to spot or tries to make any “deals” at the scales during weigh in will result in that coach being suspended for the remainder of the season.

e. The procedure for using the league’s discipline form was reviewed.  It is available on the web site and must be signed by the coach, parent and program director.  If the parent refuses to sign the form, the form is still valid as long as the refusal is noted.  A copy of the form must be given to the opposing coach at weigh in.

f. An updated AGC list will be posted on the web site.

g. Clarification – 11-13 Federal follows the Centennial Division’s minimum play guidelines

h. The game make-up policy was reviewed.  The primary day to make up games will be the Sunday immediately following the cancellation and the league board has the final say in when and where the games will be played.  Program Directors are encouraged to notify any weather delayed teams of the possibility that they might have short notice for the make up games.

h. Rules Committee – There were six formal complaints and three violation memos issued.  The violations were sent to all program directors and are posted on the web site under League News.
5.  Old Business: None
6. New Business:  Olney requested a waiver of the weight limits for one of their players.  They have a 140 pound eight year old who is requesting, with parental consent, to play at 11-13.  The roll call vote was as follows:  All programs voted to deny the waiver except for Olney which voted in favor and West Carroll which abstained from the vote.
