2) Jan 2009 Meeting Minutes: reviewed and approved.
3) Treasurer’s Report: The account balance is $6390.    
4) Cheer Report:  Patty H has tentatively scheduled the first cheer meeting for a date TBD in March.  Stacy Kern is in the process of transferring the “book” to next in line Arbutus, the organization in charge of sponsoring the 2009 Cheer Competition         
5) Football Report:  a.  Mark C to send out to all organizations an updated SOP which will incorporate the proposed rule changes and cheer amendments to the 2009 MMYFCL SOP.  
b. The Competition Committee will present their two options for league realignment at the March meeting for a vote in the April meeting.

c. Butch Roderick AD from Thomas Johnson addressed the group stating that the TJ Patriots will not have game fields on Saturdays this season.  He expressed a hope that at least four organizations would be willing and would volunteer to play on Sundays so that TJ could have home games this season.
