Dear Mr. Andy Averett:


This letter is being sent by the Mid Maryland Youth Football and Cheer Rules Committee.  It is in reference to the incident noted above.  In that incident, it is alleged Westminster Wildcat player # was ejected from the game October 20, 2009. 


The investigation revealed the head coach, Sekeu Simmons, did not exhibit proper control over his players and sideline during this game which contributed to the game being called early by the officials.  The discovered activities are not going to be punishable pursuant to the league’s SOP.


Based on the investigation and the facts discovered, the Rules Committee will not be assessing any additional punishment.  If a circumstance of this nature occurs in the future, we would advise you to keep your team and sideline under control and alert the officials and site director of possible unsportsmanlike conduct by the other team. Any further violations or inappropriate actions by the 10-12 American Westminster Wildcat team will be addressed by the Rules Committee.
