MMYFCL May Meeting

May 28, 2009  
Board Members in Attendance: Mike Milani, Randy Smith, Melissa Blue, Ken Clark and Rick Anderson
All programs were represented except for:
1.   April 09 Minutes: Reviewed and approved.
2.  Treasurer’s Report:  $7789.22
3.  Cheer Report:  Melissa Blue was elected Vice President of Cheer and was introduced.  There will be a competition committee meeting on June 4th at 6:30 at Glenwood.  MMYFCL will sponsor the cheer competition this season and any profits will be returned to the league.  Randy requested an estimated cost of the competition.
4. Football Report:  a.) Presentation by Steve and Brandon from Maryland Youth Football (MYF) - They explained the improvement to their web site and asked that the membership visit it.  They spoke about the combines and camps they hold and explained that they present an opportunity for participants to be seen by the private schools, resulting in some of the kids being offered scholarships.  They explained that the state championship series will be much improved this season and the championship game will be held the second week of December.  They spoke about the fact that they are not affiliated with the Columbia Ravens.  In response to questions raised last month, Mike Milani emphasized that MMYFCL does not sell or rent its email address list.  Emails sent to MMYFCL members by MD Youth Football were obtained either from the public record or from individuals who provided their email address while visiting MYF’s web site.  
b.) Introduction of Maplewood as a new program in MMYFCL.  They were established in 1961 and are celebrating their 49th season.  They are a football program as opposed to a Boy’s Club and are appreciative of the opportunity to join the league.  They will field teams in the National and American Divisions.

c.) Motion 1 – To allow the inclusion of a new program after the April 1st deadline.  Motion Passed.  The Silver Spring Saints are permitted to join the league.  They will field 13-14 teams in divisions TBD. 
d.) The rapid growth of the league brought up concerns about the potential lack of referees.

e.) There are discussions about the Centennial Division possibly splitting into East-West Conferences depending on how many teams participate.  No resolution to date.

f.) All programs are reminded that all of their Head Coaches must take (or have taken) the USA Football Level I and II Coaches Training.  The cost of the online course is to be paid by the individual programs.  Proof of Completion – A copy of the certificate to be given to Will Dunmore. 
g.) Schedules: Games to start August 29th and the each team will play 9 or 10 games depending on the number of teams per age group and division.  The goal is to have the playoffs and championships completed by Nov 21st.  No decision yet on MMYFCL participation in any state championships.  

h.) All programs are asked to complete their schedule development forms as soon as possible and send them to Will Dunmore.

i.) Mike Milani spoke about the importance of the site directors keeping the games running on schedule as much as possible.  Each game is scheduled to last one and a half hours.  Makeup games will be played as soon as possible, usually on Sundays.  He also said that depending on the weather forecast, he might ask some teams to move the location of their games prior to when it is scheduled if it appears as though a rain-out is imminent.

  j.) There will be a Roster Certification Tutorial posted on the web site.  To be valid, the MD ID card must be valid on August 1st 2009.  It can expire after that, during the season, and still be valid.  The mandatory coaches meeting will be held the first or second Sunday in August.  A reminder was given that, at a minimum, the head coach for every team, at every age group and every division (or his representative), must attend.  A $100 fine, to be paid by the program, will be levied for every coach that does not show up.  Each program is asked to nominate an Age Group Commissioner (AGC).  Depending on need, some programs may be asked to supply more than one AGC.
5. New Business:  a.) A reminder was given to the programs about the policies on recruiting.  All programs need to review the SOP’s and inform their coaches about the seriousness of violating the rules.
b.) A reminder was given that all programs need to get league permission before they are able to conduct any camps.
