Registration - There are three ways to register for the 2012 season.  1) Visit a registration event in person 2) Register on-line and 3) Snail-mail registration.
Registration Forms - There are two forms required to sign up your child for the 2012 season 1) registration form and 2) medical release form.  Forms may be downloaded from our web site or picked up from your local Otsego school office. 
Alamo Little League Boundaries - You must live within League boundaries to play at Alamo, unless your child has received a waiver.  These boundaries are 100% of Otsego School District, plus that portion of Martin School District that is West of US 131.  Contact the league president, Mike Lampen to see if your child is eligible for a waiver.

Fund Raiser
In addition to registration fees we require participation in a fund raiser for the first two children.  There will be two fund raisers to choose from this year:

Alamo Township Park Rules - Included with this newsletter are the Alamo Township Park Rules and Regulations. The League’s fields are located within the Township Park, so please follow these rules, especially ONE-WAY traffic signs.  In addition please keep your kids within the ballpark area and off the trails and out of the woods.  The Park Committee and Trout Unlimited have stabilized the creek banks with rocks and have built structures in the creek to enhance trout habitat.  There have been quite a few instances of damage done by kids who threw rocks into the creek, built dams or otherwise disturbed the creek bed or banks.
Sport Parents Code of Conduct - Included with this newsletter is a one page code of conduct that we expect from parents and other spectators.
Umpires - The League provides umpires for games at Little Major level (age 9-10) and older. The League pays older teen umpires – contact Mike Lampen for details.  We also welcome parent/adult volunteers (unpaid) who are willing to umpire their kid’s games.  We will give you the training you will need to be a good umpire.  Please volunteer!   In the event the League is unable to secure an umpire for a game, parents will be asked to pitch in.  The game will not start until a parent is found to umpire.
Concession Stand Workers - Concession stand revenue is an important source of money for the League.  We are able to keep concession prices low and still make a profit due to volunteer labor.  The parents from each team are required to work in the concession stand for 1 or 2 games per season.  If not enough parents report to the concession stand to staff a full crew on their team’s assigned date, their game will be suspended until there are sufficient volunteers.
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
