VOLUNTEER FEE

Volunteer Fee is $100 per family. Each family must volunteer one 3-4 hour shift for EACH child playing in order to have the fee refunded at the end of the year. NEW FOR 2011: Coaches of Record will be required to help in the Concession Stand.  Please do your part! We don’t want your money; we NEED your help! PAYMENT

Cash, credit card or personal check must be submitted at the time of registration. Checks for candy may be postdated to March 15, 2011. Checks must clear our bank and ALL FEES MUST BE PAID before participation in Franklin Little League will be allowed. Cash donations are due on sign up day.

We will accept Visa, MasterCard or Discover. There will be a $5.00 service fee added to your total bill. Please note that if you are purchasing candy to offset your registration fee, your credit card will be charged immediately for the candy; as there will be no grace period to sell the candy. 

REGISTRATION FEES/CANDY BAR SALES

This year we are basing our registration fee on a cash donation with the option to buy candy bars (bars only, no other candy this year) at a reduced price to cover your registration fee.  Each box of candy bars will cost $25.00 and must be paid for prior to receiving the candy. NEW IN 2011: We have teamed up with Domino’s Pizza to offer a “Buy One Get One Free – Large Pizza” coupon with each candy bar! Once you receive your candy, you can sell the bars for the suggested price of $1.00.  Each box contains 50 bars so you would be able to make $25.00 per box to offset your registration fee since you will keep all the proceeds from the candy sale.  You can buy one or as many boxes as you need to cover the registration fee.  Selling candy to reduce your registration fee is optional. SOFTBALL UPDATES

Franklin Little League completed another successful season of girls’ softball in 2010.    The girls had fun, improved their skills and provided good competition during the regular and tournament seasons.   FLL fielded three Junior, five Major, four Minor and four Rookie softball teams who showed good sportsmanship all season long.   Also, the Franklin all- star softball teams were competitive in the district tournaments with the 9 and 11 year old teams taking 2nd place after losing to tough competition in the championship games.   The strength of Franklin Little League’s softball program continues to build through the support and involvement of many great softball managers, coaches, parents and players.   That tradition continued in 2010 capped off by the Fall Ball Instructional league held in September and October.   Thanks to those who contributed to another worthwhile Fall Ball session.     

Looking ahead to 2011, we expect a great turn out of girls who enjoy the game of softball and want to continue to improve their skills.  The Major and Junior league girls will be re-drafted again in 2011 to ensure that the teams are well balanced and all teams are competitive.  We are also looking forward to many or our great managers and coaches returning for the 2011 season.  However, there is always room for new managers and coaches. WHAT DIVISION TO YOUR CHILD SHOULD ENROLL FOR? 

It was decided in 2009 that the Baseball divisions will now have a hard age cutoff for each division. This change will improve each division from T-Ball through Majors and will make them more equitable. The break-down is:
T-Ball:  5 and 6 year-olds only.

Rookie: 7 and 8 year-olds only.

Minor:  9 and 10 year-olds only.
Major:  11 and 12 year-olds only.
With this set-up, the FLL feels the risk of injury in all divisions will decrease. It will also improve the quality of play and will increase the overall development of each player.

WHAT’S COOKING TONIGHT AT THE FLL? 

In 2011 there will be no need to cook supper at home before the ball game. If we have enough volunteers each night, the grill will be lit and you will be able to enjoy a grilled cheeseburger, brat, chicken breast, pork chop sandwich and more!

Volunteer Opportunities

ADULT UMPIRES NEEDED – NO EXPERIENCE NEEDED!
Admit it: Sometimes when you watch the kids on the field, you wish you could still get out there and play. Well, even if you’re too old to play ball on the 60-foot diamond, you can still fill an important on-the-field role – become an umpire for Franklin Little League!

Because Little League rules changed in 2010 to require that we have at least one adult umpire on every game, we have a great need for adult umpires. It’s a fantastic way to get involved with Franklin Little League and to give back to the youth of the community. You also can earn back your volunteer fee by umpiring.

Franklin Little League will provide all the training necessary to step on the diamond. There’s no cost to attend the classes, which typically run over a few evenings in April. (Dates and locations for the 2011 clinics are still being finalized.) We provide an umpire T-shirt and hat and provide use of all the necessary gear: masks, chest protectors, shin guards, ball/strike indicators, etc.

With our online scheduling system – where umpires sign up only for the games they want – you can take as few or as many games as you like during a season. And if a conflict occurs with a scheduled game, the umpire coordinator will find a replacement – no need to spend hours on the phone trying to get someone to take your place. We make it easy to fit umpiring into your schedule.

YOUTH UMPIRES STILL NEEDED!
Even though Franklin Little League is relying on more adult umpires to satisfy Little League requirements, there’s still plenty of room for youth umpires.

Generally, our youth umpires are at least 13 years old and no longer playing at the Major level. Training and equipment will be provided. Dates and locations of that training will be announced later.

New youth umpires typically get their start by calling balls and strikes for minors-level games. After gaining experience, umpires can move into majors-level games.

Please visit the Safety Officer's "Volunteer" table during the January 15  Sign-Up Day and complete a volunteer background check application. Please bring a copy of your driver’s license. If a spouse will be handling the sign-up duties during your absence, please have them pick up a form to be returned by mail. Volunteer background checks are mandated by National Little League to ensure the personal safety of all Little Leaguers. Please note: All volunteers need to re-sign paperwork annually.

In addition, all managers and coaches must attend the Franklin Little League Safety Clinic prior to their first year of coaching and then once every third year. The 2011 clinics will be held April 11, 2011 and May 17, 2011.

A Note from Little League Inc. Regarding Composite Bats in 2011
With the holiday shopping season upon us, Little League Inc. is in the midst of a research effort with the University of Massachusetts (Lowell) to determine whether or not a moratorium will be placed on the use of composite 2¼-inch barreled baseball bats in the Little League Majors Division and below. There is already a moratorium in place for composite bats in the Junior League Baseball, Senior League Baseball, and Big League Baseball Divisions.

Little League Inc. anticipates making a decision on the use of composite 2¼-inch barreled baseball bats by Jan. 1, 2011.
