Inter- League Agreement

Participants:  Grass Valley, Nevada City, Penn Valley, Sierra Foothills, Bear River, and Foresthill Little Leagues.
This agreement provides the Inter-League rules for the participating leagues and teams. At no time will Little League Rules and Regulations be superseded, amended, or ignored to accommodate Inter-League play. Local League rules will be superseded by Inter-League rules. A copy of this agreement will be given to all participating managers to carry to all Inter-League games and be stored with the official scorebook at each Little League field location.

By approving this agreement, the Board of Directors from each participating league authorizes the committee members to represent their leagues in all matters concerning the Inter-League.
The Inter-League Committee will act for and with consent of the participating leagues Board of Directors. The Committee is empowered to act in accordance with Little League Official Regulations and Playing Rules and any rules imposed by the local league. The above may include protests and disciplinary actions, excluding removing a manager, coach, or player from the program.

1. Each League will provide a set of ground rules for each field in their area that will be used for game play. These sets of ground rules will be available via each leagues website which is attached to and is a part of this agreement. This agreement will be distributed to each manager of every team prior to the first game of the official season. It will be the manager’s responsibility to review the ground rules with the umpires prior to the start of every game. Any changes deemed necessary will be subject to the discretion of the umpires prior to the start of the game and are not subject to protest after the game has begun.
2.
Any league utilizing a pool play format will produce a pool play roster to each league and manager and will be made a part of this agreement.

This Agreement allows for high school players, of league age, to be added to the roster at the end of the high school season. 

3. Two umpires will be provided for each game by the Home Team, not the Host League. In the event only 1 umpire can be located/assigned both managers must agree to play the game with 1 umpire or reschedule the game.
The Home Team will provide gifts of gratitude for umpires if applicable.

4. The Home Team, whether or not they are a playing on a neutral field, will be responsible for field preparation fifteen (15) minutes prior to the start of the warm-up period and no later than 35 minutes prior to the start of the game. It is the responsibility of the home team manager to contact the field representative of the host field, to gain access to the equipment for field prep and game equipment.

It is the responsibility of both teams to help one another to insure that the game starts on time. Games to be played on fields without lights shall be scheduled to start no later than 5:30pm.

These same criteria will be used for putting away the field equipment, locking up equipment boxes and buildings, and turning out field lights.

It is the responsibility of both teams to clean out their respective dugouts and bleacher areas for trash.
It is the responsibility of the Home Team, per the specific case above, to make sure that the Snack Shack Workers make it safely to their cars and drive away.

Managers found failing to adhere to this rule will be disciplined as follows:

1st Offense-
A Written Warning by the Interleague Committee and copied to the offending managers board

2nd Offense-
Recommendation of a 1 game suspension by Interleague              

Committee to the offending managers’ board

3rd Offense-
Recommendation for a suspension for the remainder of the season by the Interleague Committee to the offending managers’ board 

5. Home team will provide a minimum of 3 new game balls per game. Should additional game balls be needed, the home team will supply all additional balls. At the end of the game, it is the responsibility of the home team managers to retrieve game balls from the umpire. 

6. The Home Team will keep the official scorebook. The scorekeeper may not sit in the dugout nor can the scorebook ever enter the dugout. The Home Team is responsible for making sure that official scorebook is signed by the scorekeeper and properly put away after each game and confirmed by the opposing team manager that it has been signed and properly put away.
The visiting team will provide the official pitch count recorder. The pitch count recorder may not sit in the dugout nor can the official pitch count data collected by the official recorder enter the dugout. In the event that the visiting team does not provide an official pitch count recorder the home team may provide one.

The pitch count recorder will enter all pitch count data onto the official Little League Baseball Pitcher Eligibility tracking form which will be countersigned by the scorekeeper at the end of the game and file this record with the official scorebook. In addition the official pitch count recorder will sign off on the managers tracking form as outlined in section 16 of this agreement at the completion of the game after having verified the pitch counts on the manager’s form is correct.

It is the responsibility of the managers to have the pitch count tracking form signed off after the game. It is also mandatory that the manager have this done before any final game team meeting so as not to inconvenience the volunteer who maintained the official pitch count. 
It is the responsibility of the home team to provide an area where the Scorekeeper and the Pitch Count Recorder can sit in proximity to one another. 
7. The manager should notify the Interleague Rep. of the outcome and stats of the game, as well as inform him/her of any unusual events that may have occurred as result of the umpires, fans, players, managers, or coaches or if there was an unusual amount of trash in the dugouts and bleacher areas and if there are any equipment problems. Should an incident report need to be filed it must be completed within 24 hours of the completion of the game in which the incident occurred.
Communication is of major importance to an all around successful season for everyone that is involved in baseball.
8. The managers of both teams shall agree on the fitness of the playing field before the start of the game. In the event that the two (2) mangers cannot agree, the Home Plate or Chief Umpire shall make the final determination.

It is the responsibility of the managers involved in that days game to make the contact to determine whether the games have been canceled due to weather that could cause the field to be unplayable. They need to contact the Field Contact for the host field as listed below or the primary Inter-League Representative (or back up) listed on page one:

In the absence of a positive contact, it is to be assumed that the game is being played. Failure to call or show up will result in the Interleague Committees recommended suspension of the offending manager from the field for the next scheduled game.

It is the responsibility of the Interleague Rep or UIC  to contact the umpires involved to inform them of a game cancellation.
If an umpire is not notified and shows up for a game, they will be gifted the full gift they would normally be gifted for an entire game if applicable.

It is the responsibility of every umpire to make a reasonable effort to make contact if they are uncertain that a game may be played. They have the ability to contact all the names provided in this agreement on a day of bad weather.

9. Rainouts and games that need to be continued from a previous date will be rescheduled within 72 hours, by both managers, and played no later than 14 days after the originally scheduled game.  If the schedule allows for a double header to be played the next time the teams are scheduled to play each other, then this option can be employed.
In the event that the managers have not rescheduled the game within 72 hours, the Interleague Reps will reschedule the game within the following 48 hours to be played within 14 days of the originally scheduled game. If field availability or weather does not allow for the game to be replayed within 14 days the division directors may reschedule the game for a later date. In no case may a game not be rescheduled and played. The Inter-League committee may recommend to the respective board to impose penalties on any manager who does not cooperate in getting the rescheduled game played.
All scheduled or rescheduled games must be played by the end of the season.

10. Infield warm-ups are limited to fifteen (15) minutes per team, time permitting. A copy of each team’s line-up card must be submitted to the Official Scorekeeper before infield may be taken. The visiting team will begin their infield thirty-five (35) minutes prior to the start of the scheduled game time. The home team will take infield twenty (20) minutes prior to the scheduled game time. The home team will move off the field five (5) minutes prior to the start of the game.
Five (5) minutes prior to the scheduled game time, the managers and umpires will meet at home plate to exchange line-up cards and discuss ground rules and any specific rule interpretations. The home plate umpire will then notify the official scorekeeper and the official game time will be recorded in the official scorebook.

11. All Games must be regulation games.
In the event that a game does not meet the requirements to be a regulation game, the game in question will be a continued game under regulation 4.10 of the Official Regulations and Playing Rules for Little League Baseball.  In addition, all criteria of section 9 of this agreement also apply. 

All Games are subject to local curfew Requirements. The Only League with a junior division curfew is GVLL with a 10:00 pm Curfew.
12. A mandatory 10 run rule will apply to all Inter-League games. Once the 10 run     rule has been enforced by the Umpire in Charge the game will be officially complete.

13. All players must be in full uniform as determined by the official Little League Rulebook
14. All umpires are required to be present at the field and in uniform at least fifteen (15) minutes prior to scheduled game time, and are authorized to supervise and enforce all rules of the Inter-League Agreement.
15. Each line-up card must list all players on the roster of each team, whether players are in attendance or not. If a player is not going to be in attendance for a game, the player’s name must be listed at the bottom of the line-up card, (in the area listed for substitutes), followed by the word “absent”. If a player is listed as a substitute, then that player is subject to all the rules of this agreement and play in the game according to those rules. If a player is listed as a substitute, and is not listed as “absent”, at the start of the game, and that player never shows up for that game, the manager is to inform the official scorekeeper, the Home Plate Umpire, and the opposing team manager before the start of the 4th inning. This also applies in the case of an injury. 

All players on the official roster are eligible to play in all games.

* Note-
Each line-up card must have an asterisk (*) by the name of every player who is ineligible to pitch in that game.

The umpires are to verify the line-up cards before the start of the game. If the

line-up cards are incorrectly filled out, the umpire will return the line-up card to

the manager to be corrected and notify the official scorekeeper of any corrections.
16. Each manager will be required and be responsible for maintaining an official Little League Baseball Pitcher Eligibility Tracking Form for each game. This form must be signed off at the end of each game by the official pitch count recorder, as indicated in Section 6 of this agreement. All managers are required to bring the Pitch Count Tracking forms to all games. The Pitcher Eligibility Tracking Form will act as the teams pitching affidavit and must be presented at the plate meeting, if requested, to verify ineligible pitchers.
Managers found failing to adhere to this rule will be disciplined as follows:
1st Offense-
A Written Warning by the Interleague Committee and copied to the offending managers board


2nd Offense-
Recommendation of a 1 game suspension by Interleague              

Committee to the offending managers’ board

3rd Offense-
Recommendation for a suspension for the remainder of the season by the Interleague Committee to the offending managers’ board 
Once submitted, changes to this agreement may not be made without the written approval of District 11.
