 Working toward the continuing goal 
of providing outstanding leadership for 
the millions of youngsters participating 
in its program, Little League makes it 
possible for the umpires of local leagues 
to participate in training schools  
operated by Little League Baseball & 
Softball. The Eastern Regional Umpire 
School, which operates as a non-profit 
function of Little League, will be taught 
at the Eastern Regional Headquarters in 
Bristol, Connecticut. 
 This school is one of the essential 
phases of the overall Adult Leadership 
Training service through which thou-
sands of volunteers have benefited. 
Playing rules and regulations are  
discussed in the morning classroom 
meetings and actual or simulated game 
experience is provided for every umpire 
each day. 
  The registration fee is $250.00 per  
person per session and includes  
dormitory room, meals, instructional 
materials, testing and critique sessions.
