Meets usually divided into age groups by session - check the meet announcements for details. (Posted on the 
bulletin board outside the IT pool, also linked on team web site.)  
Some meets limited to only 8/under or 13/over.  
Parents are needed to volunteer as Timers at every meet. Volunteer to be a USA Swimming Official. 
Training opportunities are listed on CT Swimming’s Officials web site (ctswim.org)  
New swimmers must provide copy of Birth Certificates (or Passport) to enable USA Swimming Registration.
