Parents, 


I would like to bring your attention to a new program which will be continued this year by the SASA Board.  The goal of this program is to increase volunteerism.

Sunman Area Soccer Association is a non-profit solely volunteer organization, which takes all the members of the organization to help.  It has been decided by the board, that a program needs to be continued to encourage volunteerism.   The past few years have proven stressful on the few volunteers who complete the weekly task.  This year The Volunteer Assessment fee program will be administered to help encourage its members to help out and relieve the excessive hours of the dedicated volunteers.  Each family will be assessed a $35.00 fee which will be refunded weekly during the season to volunteers who complete 2 hours of volunteer time.

During registration each family will be assessed $35.00 which will be paid separately from the registration.  The payment should be a separate check payable to SASA for $35.00.  This check will be held by the Treasurer of SASA until the volunteer criteria has been met.   Upon the parent/guardian (18 years of age or older) completing a volunteered approved role, the director of that area will certify the volunteer hours.  The Volunteer will sign a control form and the volunteer will receive their refund of $35.00.  If the parent/guardian decides that they cannot volunteer time to SASA during the season, the check will be cashed by SASA.  These funds will go towards improving equipment, and paying expenses incurred during the soccer season.

Families exempt from the Volunteer Assessment Fee:

· Board members & Area Directors 

· Head and Assistant Coaches – coaches must commit prior to the team draw and pass the Volunteer Screening Process.

There are plenty of opportunities, prior to the season, during the season and the final days of the season to volunteer.   Volunteer early; don’t wait until the last minute to volunteer.  Opportunities will be filled on a first come first serve basis as needed.
